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Big Garden Birdwatch at Hucclecote Methodist Church

When the Welcome Gardeners are working around the church and field we often
hear and see birds — and evidence of them eating our leafy vegetables! Some of
us will remember birds in the hedge behind the kitchen over many years and
this year we found a nest that had been made since the hedge was laid.

The RSPB Big Garden Birdwatch is an annual event that takes place on a
weekend in January. Some of us are involved with events at Clocktower Park
and Barnwood Arboretum on Saturday 24t January that you are very welcome
to attend (see Beth, Ron or Elaine for details). However, if you’d rather watch
birds from inside in the warmth why not join us on Wednesday 215t January in
the Welcome Café to do our own count. (It won’t count as part of the RSPB count
but it will help us to know what birds use our site.) We are not looking for
experts! We have ID charts and will work together so it is a great opportunity to
improve or share your bird knowledge. It is unlikely that we will see a huge
variety of birds or anything uncommon - but you never know.

If you would like to take part please arrive at 10am on Wednesday 21st January.
You will need to bring a pair of binoculars. If you want to join us outside then
warm clothes and waterproof shoes/boots are recommended. It only takes an
hour then we can sit and discuss what we have seen — over another cuppa.
